but rather, their family roles should not hamper their equal access

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The full and complete development of any country requires the
maximum participation of women as well as men in all fields: the
under-utilization of the potential of approximately half the world's
population is a serious obstacle to social and economic
development.
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In general the formulation of this kind of machinery cannot be
adequately explained by reference to internal processes or
idiosyncratic historical or political events. The standardisation,
prevalence and timing of the founding of "national machinery for
the advancement of women" attest to the nation-states affirmation
of the notion that such official buraecratic units are essential
components of all states endorsing modern globally articulated
